As of 1 a.m. today, the voting pattern that occurred at the same time Friday night and is detailed below was repeated. As before, some 3,000 votes were dumped into the YES box. To demonstrate how clearly false these votes must be – the total polling for the 44 hours or more between these two separate 3,000-vote dumps was a mere 250 votes.  

Now almost half of all the YES votes cast since last Wednesday morning have come over a few hours in the middle of the night on Friday and Sunday.  The Globe has again been asked to investigate. 

Without the 6,000 plus votes created by these two middle-of-the-night events – the NO side would now be ahead at almost 60% of the ongoing tally.

Notice re apparent abuse of Globe and Mail’s Fish Lake online poll

A complaint has been filed with the Globe and Mail’s online team at community@globeandmail.com  regarding the paper’s ongoing online poll on the future of Fish Lake. The complaint involves what appears to be apparent bogus voting on a huge scale by a supporter or group of supporters of the Prosperity mine.
The poll asks if the federal government should approve the proposed Prosperity mine, which would kill the lake and its environment to build an open-pit mine with a 35 sq. km. footprint. Further, the mine would violate the rights, and devastate culture and future of the Tsilhqot’in Nation, which has never ceded title to this land.

The poll began Wednesday Oct. 20 and by the evening of Friday Oct. 22, the NO side was leading by a margin of 54% -46%. However, later that night for a brief period, a flood of more than 3000 YES votes poured in at a uniform rate of about 800 and hour. This systematic voting continued until the polls showed the YES side ahead by a margin of 55%-45%. This flood stopped as suddenly as it began and the flow of YES votes then reverted to fewer than 10 votes an hour on average at the time of writing. 
The NO side has made it a point to urge all supporters to vote only once and to pass on this request to others. We recognize this poll cannot be seen as a scientific survey of general public opinion given its nature and the fact that it is not widely publicized. It can however be used to assess an honest a count of active supporters. 
The NO votes have continued to accumulate as a far faster pace than the Yes votes. At the time of writing this notice the YES margin had been cut back to 52%-48% – 9433 votes to 8709. Indeed, without the mysterious sudden influx of more than 3,000 votes over the Friday night witching hours, the NO votes would now be leading by a margin approaching to 60%.

We are awaiting word from the Globe and Mail. Experts have advised that depending on the sophistication of its equipment, it could be able to tell from the logs if special software programmes were used to allow one or more computers to bypassing the one-vote-per-computer security wall and automatically keep re-voting every few seconds.
If this sudden increase in votes from a handful an hour to 800 an hour was indeed bogus, it is hoped the Globe and Mail will remove those ballots and issue a statement explaining the reversal.

It is also hoped it will affirm that the Globe online polls are for people who wish to have a say on issues of the day, and that with the aims of fairness and of integrity of the service in mind, massive multiple ballot-casting from single computers will not be tolerated.
